Date of Visit: 30th December 2023 

Location: Punrusthan Samrasta Gurukulam, Chinchwad, Pune-18 

1. Introduction: 

As part of the community engagement and social responsibility program, B.Ed. 

students from Kantilal Khinwansara College of Education visited Punrusthan 

Samrasta Gurukulam, an orphanage and NGO, located in Chinchwad, Pune, on 

30th December 2023.

3. Details of the Visit: 

A. Interaction with the Children: 

- Upon arrival, the students and faculty members were warmly welcomed by the 

staff and children of Punrusthan Samrasta Gurukulam. 



 
 

- The students of Kantilal Khiwansara College spent the day engaging with the 

children through various activities such as games, storytelling, and art & craft 

sessions.

B. Educational Activities:

- The students also helped the children with their homework and provided 

guidance on effective study habits. 

C. Donations: 

- Donations were made to the orphanage, including school supplies,Food, books, 

and toys etc. These items were collected by the B.Ed. students and faculty in the 

weeks leading up to the visit. 

- In addition to material donations, the students contributed funds towards the 

NGO’s future educational and developmental programs for the children. 

D. Emotional Support and Bonding: 

- The visit provided an opportunity for the children to bond with the college 

students, helping them feel valued and cared for. 

- The B.Ed. students interacted with the children in a way that created a positive 

emotional impact, showing that there are individuals who care about their future 

and well-being.
